WHEREAS, the Journal of the American Medical Association recognizes
violence as a public health issue, validating that nearly seven hundred thousand
(700,000) youth aged 10 to 24 years of age are treated in emergency
departments throughout the United States for injuries sustained from assault; and

WHEREAS, the Centers for Disease Control reported in January 2012,
gang homicides accounted for a substantial proportion of homicides among youth
in the United States.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township Committee of
the Township of Barnegat, County of Ocean, State of New Jersey supports the
Centers for disease Control report which declares youth violence as a public
health crisis.
